Our expedition leader has supported more than 80+ 

expeditions to Antarctica and has previously landed on Peter I three 

times. With the landing permit and external resources involved, we’re 

ready to move forward signing the contracts. It should be noted that 

the total cost of this expedition is approximately $2,000,000, includ-

ing all logistics, marine, aviation, insurance, safety and rescue, and 

Antarctica permits. Our website will be updated to reflect the chang-

es. At the time of activation in 2027 it will be 21 years since the last 

DXpedition to this island.
